Care Access Centres

Your local CCAC should be the first place
you call for information to help you manage
your health care needs in the community.
Here are some reasons why:

When you call or are referred
to a CCAC, a client care
coordinator will contact you
to arrange for an assessment
of your needs and your eligi-
bility for services. There are
no costs for eligible clients. If
you are not eligible to receive
our services, or if these services
do not meet all your needs,
your local CCAC will help
you link to alternative services
available in the community.
These services can include
food delivery, adult day pro-
grams and in-home assistance
like shopping and cleaning.

In some cases a user fee may be
charged for services provided
by community agencies.
